Third Sunday of Easter  - Year C 

May 1, 2022 
 

Gospel - John 21: 1-14 
 
A reading from the holy Gospel according to John 

At that time, Jesus revealed himself to his disciples at the Sea of Tiberias. 
He revealed himself in this way.  Together were Simon Peter, Thomas called Didymus, 
Nathanael from Cana in Galilee, Zebedee's sons, and two others of his disciples. 
Simon Peter said to them, " I am going fishing." 
They said to him, "We also will come with you." 
So they went out and got into the boat, but that night they caught nothing. 
When it was already dawn, Jesus was standing on the shore; 
but the disciples did not realize that it was Jesus. 
Jesus said to them, "Children, have you caught anything to eat?" 
They answered him, "No."  So he said to them, "Cast the net over the right side of the boat 
and you will find something." 
So they cast it, and were not able to pull it in because of the number of fish. 
So the disciple whom Jesus loved said to Peter, "It is the Lord." 
When Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord, he tucked in his garment, for he was lightly clad, 
and jumped into the sea. 
The other disciples came in the boat, for they were not far from shore, only about a hundred yards, 
dragging the net with the fish.  When they climbed out on shore, 
they saw a charcoal fire with fish on it and bread. 
Jesus said to them, "Bring some of the fish you just caught." 
So Simon Peter went over and dragged the net ashore full of one hundred fifty-three large fish. 
Even though there were so many, the net was not torn. 
Jesus said to them, "Come, have breakfast."  And none of the disciples dared to ask him, "Who are 
you?"  because they realized it was the Lord. 
Jesus came over and took the bread and gave it to them, and in like manner the fish. 
This was now the third time Jesus was revealed to his disciples 
after being raised from the dead.

 Share a br ief story or  exper ience of how the word or  phrase connects to your  life at this moment.

Evangelio - Juan 21, 1-14 
 

Lectura del santo Evangelio según San Juan 
 
En aquel tiempo, Jesu s se les aparecio  otra vez a los discí pulos junto al lago de Tiberí ades. Se les 
aparecio  de esta manera: 
 

Estaban juntos Simo n Pedro, Toma s (llamado el Gemelo), Natanael (el de Cana  de Galilea), los hijos 
de Zebedeo y otros dos discí pulos. Simo n Pedro les dijo: "Voy a pescar". Ellos le respondieron: 
"Tambie n nosotros vamos contigo". Salieron y se embarcaron, pero aquella noche no pescaron 
nada. 
 

Estaba amaneciendo, cuando Jesu s se aparecio  en la orilla, pero los discí pulos no lo reconocieron. 
Jesu s les dijo: "Muchachos, ¿han pescado algo?" Ellos contestaron: "No". Entonces e l les dijo: 
"Echen la red a la derecha de la barca y encontrara n peces". Así  lo hicieron, y luego ya no podí an 
jalar la red por tantos pescados. 
 

Entonces el discí pulo a quien amaba Jesu s le dijo a Pedro: "Es el Sen or". Tan pronto como Simo n 
Pedro oyo  decir que era el Sen or, se anudo  a la cintura la tu nica, pues se la habí a quitado, y se tiro  
al agua. Los otros discí pulos llegaron en la barca, arrastrando la red con los pescados, pues no 
distaban de tierra ma s de cien metros. 
 

Tan pronto como saltaron a tierra, vieron unas brasas y sobre ellas un pescado y pan. Jesu s les dijo: 
"Traigan algunos pescados de los que acaban de pescar". Entonces Simo n Pedro subio  a la barca y 
arrastro  hasta la orilla la red, repleta de pescados grandes. Eran ciento cincuenta y tres, y a pesar 
de que eran tantos, no se rompio  la red. Luego les dijo Jesu s: "Vengan a almorzar". Y ninguno de los 
discí pulos se atreví a a preguntarle: '¿Quie n eres?', porque ya sabí an que era el Sen or. Jesu s se 
acerco , tomo  el pan y se lo dio y tambie n el pescado. 
 

E sta fue la tercera vez que Jesu s se aparecio  a sus discí pulos despue s de resucitar de entre los 
muertos.

 Escuchar por  una palabra o frase que llame su atención o toque su corazón.  

 Compartir una breve histor ia o exper iencia de cómo la palabra o frase que está 
escuchando se conecta con su vida en este momento.  

 Preguntar en silencio, “Señor, ¿qué me estás pidiendo a mí que haga?” y compartir lo que 
Jesús le invita a hacer.
