Second Sunday of Easter-Divine Mercy Sunday Year A 

April 16, 2023 
 

Gospel - John 20: 19-31 
 

A reading from the holy Gospel according to John 
 
On the evening of that first day of the week, when the doors were locked, where the disciples  
were, for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood in their midst and said to them,  
"Peace be with you." 
When he had said this, he showed them his hands and his side. 
The disciples rejoiced when they saw the Lord. 
Jesus said to them again, "Peace be with you.  As the Father has sent me, so I send you." 
And when he had said this, he breathed on them and said to them, 
"Receive the Holy Spirit. 
Whose sins you forgive are forgiven them, and whose sins you retain are retained." 
 

Thomas, called Didymus, one of the Twelve, was not with them when Jesus came. 
So the other disciples said to him, "We have seen the Lord." 
But he said to them, "Unless I see the mark of the nails in his hands 
and put my finger into the nailmarks and put my hand into his side,  
I will not believe." 
 

Now a week later his disciples were again inside and Thomas was with them. 
Jesus came, although the doors were locked, and stood in their midst and said,  
"Peace be with you."   
Then he said to Thomas, "Put your finger here and see my hands, 
and bring your hand and put it into my side, 
and do not be unbelieving, but believe." 
Thomas answered and said to him,  
"My Lord and my God!" 
Jesus said to him, "Have you come to believe because you have seen me? 
Blessed are those who have not seen and have believed." 
 

Now, Jesus did many other signs in the presence of his disciples that are not written in this book. 
But these are written that you may come to believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, 
and that through this belief you may have life in his name.

Gospel Reflection Process 
 

 Prayer to the Holy Spirit. 
 One person of the group reads the Gospel. 
 Each person in turn chooses an echo (a phrase that calls your attention or speaks to the heart). 
 Each person shares a story or an experience of why they chose that echo. 
 Each person makes a short prayer of promise (something practical you are going to do as a 
 result of reflecting on this Gospel.)

Lectura del santo Evangelio según San Juan 
 

Al anochecer del dí a de la resurreccio n, estando cerradas las puertas de la casa donde se hallaban 
los discí pulos, por miedo a los judí os, se presento  Jesu s en medio de ellos y les dijo: "La paz este  
con ustedes". Dicho esto, les mostro  las manos y el costado. Cuando los discí pulos vieron al Sen or, 
se llenaron de alegrí a. 
 

De nuevo les dijo Jesu s: "La paz este  con ustedes. Como el Padre me ha enviado, así  tambie n los 
enví o yo". Despue s de decir esto, soplo  sobre ellos y les dijo: "Reciban el Espí ritu Santo. A los que 
les perdonen los pecados, les quedara n perdonados; y a los que no se los perdonen, les quedara n 
sin perdonar". 
 

Toma s, uno de los Doce, a quien llamaban el Gemelo, no estaba con ellos cuando vino Jesu s, y los 
otros discí pulos le decí an: "Hemos visto al Sen or". Pero e l les contesto : "Si no veo en sus manos la 
sen al de los clavos y si no meto mi dedo en los agujeros de los clavos y no meto mi mano en su 
costado, no creere ". 
 

Ocho dí as despue s, estaban reunidos los discí pulos a puerta cerrada y Toma s estaba con ellos. 
Jesu s se presento  de nuevo en medio de ellos y les dijo: "La paz este  con ustedes". Luego le dijo a 
Toma s: "Aquí  esta n mis manos; acerca tu dedo. Trae aca  tu mano, me tela en mi costado y no sigas 
dudando, sino cree". Toma s le respondio : "¡Sen or mí o y Dios mí o!" Jesu s an adio : "Tu  crees porque 
me has visto; dichosos los que creen sin haber visto". 
 

Otros muchos signos hizo Jesu s en presencia de sus discí pulos, pero no esta n escritos en este 
libro. Se escribieron e stos para que ustedes crean que Jesu s es el Mesí as, el Hijo de Dios, y para 
que, creyendo, tengan vida en su nombre.
