LITURGICAL LIFE
F O R M I N G  A D U L T S  F O R

Our Hearts Were Burning Within Us points out that formation for liturgical life
is one of the essential dimensions of adult faith formation. Liturgical formation
cultivates ongoing development and maturation of a living, explicit, and fruitful
Christian faith because it is a foundational aspect of Christian life. (OHWB,
89-90)

Formation for liturgical life “helps believer[s] to understand the importance of
the liturgy in the Church’s life, [and] initiates [them] into the knowledge of the
sacraments and into sacramental life, especially the sacrament of the
Eucharist, source and summit of the life and mission of the Church” (DC 81).

Through formation for liturgical life, adults “acquire the spirituality, skills, and
habits of full, conscious, and active participation in the liturgy, especially the
eucharistic liturgy” (OHWB 92, emphasis in original), including “joy for the
festive quality of celebrations, a sense of community, attentive listening to the
word of God, confident prayer, praise and thanksgiving, [and] awareness of
symbols and signs” (DC 82).

Invite a group of parishioners to

participate in this course together.

Set a schedule for participants to

complete particular modules in the

C3Lead platform before joining a

gathering where the group can pray

together, share insights from the

course, and discuss how it is helping

them grow as a disciple of Jesus.

The reflection questions in the course

are a great resource for these

discussions. If the gatherings are held

in person, don’t forget the hospitality!

Catechist Certification 
One Mission One Faith: A basic catholic teaching and ministry
formation process founded under the pillars of missionary
discipleship and accompaniment. This is Phase I of III for
Catechist Certification, and it is also offered as ongoing
formation for anyone who serves in the life of the Church.  

Vision and Skills for Faith Formation: A catechists and ministry
leaders training on knowledge and skills to revive their faith
formation processes. VSFF continues the accompaniment,
discipleship, catechumenate, and adults at the center models
from OMOF and the Directory for Catechesis. This is Phase II
of III for catechist certification. 

Practicum Phase: After taking both OMOF and VSFF catechist
will have the opportunity to observe 2 certified catechists and
be evaluated by one approved catechist to complete the
certification process.
