Take time to 
listen for his response. Close your prayer by thanking 
Jesus for this time together.

In today’s Gospel, we hear that Simeon blesses Mary 
and Joseph. To conclude your time together, bless each 
other using the following prayer so that each person 
blesses someone else, and everyone receives a  
blessing.  
  
 God our Father, let your peace settle within the 
 heart of _____________.  
 Give him/her patience and wisdom. Give him/
 her strength during the times of greatest       
 difficulty and help him/her recognize the little 
 joys that are part of each day. May he/she 
 grow in wisdom, understanding and grace.  
 We ask this in the name of Jesus. Amen.
