Gospel - Luke 16: 19-31

A reading from the holy Gospel according to Luke

Jesus said to the Pharisees:

"There was a rich man who dressed in purple garments and fine linen

and dined sumptuously each day.

And lying at his door was a poor man named Lazarus, covered with sores,

who would gladly have eaten his fill of the scraps that fell from the rich man's table.
Dogs even used to come and lick his sores.

When the poor man died, he was carried away by angels to the bosom of Abraham.
The rich man also died and was buried, and from the netherworld, where he was in torment,
he raised his eyes and saw Abraham far off and Lazarus at his side.

And he cried out, 'Father Abraham, have pity on me.

Send Lazarus to dip the tip of his finger in water and cool my tongue,

for [ am suffering torment in these flames.'

Abraham replied, 'My child, remember that you received

what was good during your lifetime while Lazarus likewise received what was bad;
but now he is comforted here, whereas you are tormented.

Moreover, between us and you a great chasm is established

to prevent anyone from crossing who might wish to go

from our side to yours or from your side to ours.'

He said, 'Then I beg you, father, send him to my father's house, for I have five brothers,
so that he may warn them, lest they too come to this place of torment.’

But Abraham replied, 'They have Moses and the prophets.

Let them listen to them.'

He said, 'Oh no, father Abraham, but if someone from the dead goes to them, they will re-
pent." Then Abraham said, 'If they will not listen to Moses and the prophets,

neither will they be persuaded if someone should rise from the dead."

Gospel Reflection Process

Pray a simple prayer to the Holy Spirit: “Speak, Lord, your servant is listening.”

Read the passage slowly. As you listen, ask in silence, “Lord, what are you saying to me in
this passage?”

Listen for a word or phrase that calls your attention or touches your heart.

Share a brief story or experience of how the word or phrase connects to your life at this
moment.

Ask in silence, “Lord, what do you want me to do?” Share what Jesus is inviting you to do.




Reflexion del Evangelio
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Evangelio - Lucas 16, 19-31

Lectura del santo Evangelio segun San Lucas

En aquel tiempo, Jesus dijo a los fariseos: "Habia un hombre rico, que se vestia de
purpura y telas finas y banqueteaba espléndidamente cada dia. Y un mendigo, llamado
Lazaro, yacia a la entrada de su casa, cubierto de llagas y ansiando llenarse con las
sobras que caian de la mesa del rico. Y hasta los perros se acercaban a lamerle las llagas.

Sucedid, pues, que murio6 el mendigo y los angeles lo llevaron al seno de Abraham.
Muri6 también el rico y lo enterraron. Estaba éste en el lugar de castigo, en medio de
tormentos, cuando levanté los ojos y vio a lo lejos a Abraham y a Lazaro junto a él.

Entonces grité: 'Padre Abraham, ten piedad de mi. Manda a Lazaro que moje en agua la
punta de su dedo y me refresque la lengua, porque me torturan estas llamas'. Pero
Abraham le contestd: 'Hijo, recuerda que en tu vida recibiste bienes y Lazaro, en
cambio, males. Por eso él goza ahora de consuelo, mientras que tu sufres tormentos.
Ademas, entre ustedes y nosotros se abre un abismo inmenso, que nadie puede cruzar,
ni hacia alla ni hacia aca'".

El rico insistid: 'Te ruego, entonces, padre Abraham, que mandes a Lazaro a mi casa,
pues me quedan alla cinco hermanos, para que les advierta y no acaben también ellos
en este lugar de tormentos'. Abraham le dijo: 'Tienen a Moisés y a los profetas; que los
escuchen'. Pero el rico replico: 'No, padre Abraham. Si un muerto va a decirselo,
entonces si se arrepentiran’. Abraham repuso: 'Si no escuchan a Moisés y a los profetas,
no haran caso, ni aunque resucite un muerto".

Preguntar en silencio, “Sefior, ;qué me estas pidiendo a mi que haga?” y compartir lo que
Jesus le invita a hacer.
