Gospel - Luke 24: 13-35
A reading from the holy Gospel according to Luke

That very day, the first day of the week, two of Jesus' disciples were going

to a village seven miles from Jerusalem called Emmaus, and they were conversing
about all the things that had occurred.

And it happened that while they were conversing and debating,

Jesus himself drew near and walked with them, but their eyes were prevented from recognizing
him. He asked them,

"What are you discussing as you walk along?"

They stopped, looking downcast.

One of them, named Cleopas, said to him in reply,

"Are you the only visitor to Jerusalem who does not know of the things

that have taken place there in these days?"

And he replied to them, "What sort of things?"

They said to him,

"The things that happened to Jesus the Nazarene, who was a prophet mighty in

deed and word before God and all the people, how our chief priests and

rulers both handed him over to a sentence of death and crucified him.

But we were hoping that he would be the one to redeem Israel; and besides all this, it is now the
third day since this took place.

Some women from our group, however, have astounded us: they were at the

tomb early in the morning and did not find his body; they came back and

reported that they had indeed seen a vision of angels who announced that he was alive.
Then some of those with us went to the tomb and found things just as the women

had described, but him they did not see."

And he said to them,

"Oh, how foolish you are!

How slow of heart to believe all that the prophets spoke!

Was it not necessary that the Christ should suffer these things and enter into his glory?"
Then beginning with Moses and all the prophets, he interpreted to them what referred to him
in all the Scriptures. As they approached the village to which they were going,

he gave the impression that he was going on farther.

But they urged him, "Stay with us,

for it is nearly evening and the day is almost over."
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So he went in to stay with them. And it happened that, while he was with them at table,

he took bread, said the blessing, broke it, and gave it to them. With that their eyes were opened
and they recognized him, but he vanished from their sight. Then they said to each other,

"Were not our hearts burning within us while he spoke to us on the way and opened the
Scriptures to us?" So they set out at once and returned to Jerusalem where they found gathered
together

the eleven and those with them who were saying, "The Lord has truly been raised and has
appeared to Simon!" Then the two recounted what had taken place on the way

and how he was made known to them in the breaking of bread .

Gospel Reflection Process

+ Pray a simple prayer to the Holy Spirit: “Speak, Lord, your servant is listening.”

+ Read the passage slowly. As you listen, ask in silence, “Lord, what are you saying to me in this
passage?”’
Listen for a word or phrase that calls your attention or touches your heart.

+ Share a brief story or experience of how the word or phrase connects to your life at this moment.

¢ Ask in silence, “Lord, what do you want me to do?” Share what Jesus is inviting you to do.

Evangelio - Juan 21, 1-14
Lectura del santo Evangelio segiin San Juan

El mismo dia de la resurreccion, iban dos de los discipulos hacia un pueblo llamado Emaus, situado
a unos once kilémetros de Jerusalén, y comentaban todo lo que habia sucedido.

Mientras conversaban y discutian, Jesus se les acerc6 y comenzo6 a caminar con ellos; pero los ojos
de los dos discipulos estaban velados y no lo reconocieron. El les pregunté: ";De qué cosas vienen
hablando, tan llenos de tristeza?"

Uno de ellos, llamado Cleofas, le respondié: ";Eres tu el Unico forastero que no sabe lo que ha
sucedido estos dias en Jerusalén?" El les pregunté: ";Qué cosa?" Ellos le respondieron: "Lo de Jestis
el nazareno, que era un profeta poderoso en obras y palabras, ante Dios y ante todo el pueblo.
Como los sumos sacerdotes y nuestros jefes lo entregaron para que lo condenaran a muerte, y lo
crucificaron. Nosotros esperabamos que él seria el libertador de Israel, y sin embargo, han pasado
ya tres dias desde que estas cosas sucedieron. Es cierto que algunas mujeres de nuestro grupo nos
han desconcertado, pues fueron de madrugada al sepulcro, no encontraron el cuerpo y llegaron
contando que se les habian aparecido unos angeles, que les dijeron que estaba vivo. Algunos de
nuestros companeros fueron al sepulcro y hallaron todo como habian dicho las mujeres, pero a él
no lo vieron".

Entonces Jesus les dijo: "jQué insensatos son ustedes y qué duros de corazén para creer todo lo
anunciado por los profetas! ;Acaso no era necesario que el Mesias padeciera todo esto y asi entrara
en su gloria?" Y comenzando por Moisés y siguiendo con todos los profetas, les explicé todos los
pasajes de la Escritura que se referian a él.

Ya cerca del pueblo a donde se dirigian, él hizo como que iba mas lejos; pero ellos le insistieron,
diciendo: "Quédate con nosotros, porque ya es tarde y pronto va a oscurecer". Y entr6 para
quedarse con ellos. Cuando estaban a la mesa, tom6 un pan, pronuncié la bendicioén, lo partid y se
lo dio. Entonces se les abrieron los ojos y lo reconocieron, pero él se les desaparecié. Y ellos se
decian el uno al otro: "{Con razon nuestro corazon ardia, mientras nos hablaba por el camino y nos
explicaba las Escrituras!”
